The following is the procedure to re-activate thdio if the display shows "SAFE". It is importahat the procedure
be followed in the correct order.

1. Turn on radio. The radio display shows "SAFE".

2. Press the AS and RDS buttons simultaneously altdumtil "1000" shows on the display. Releaselthttons.

3. Use Preset buttons 1 ... 4 to enter the fout-dayle number from your radio card. Preset buttoartesponds
to the first digit, Preset button 2 correspondhtosecond digit, etc. Each press of the buttorements the
number by 1.

the above steps to unlock the radio once morenuhgber of attempts will be shown in the displayanf

incorrect code is entered again, you radio willdeked for about one hour. After one hour - theéoadust
stay on and the key must remain in the ignitiork loif the display goes out, the you can repeatthave
procedure to unlock again. The cycle - two attepgute hour lock-up - still applies.

Standar d/Bose and other configuration modes

You can program the Symphony Il radio to use eitherstandard or the Bose equalization settingjedisas a few
other basic configurations. This requires the dsee\WAG-1551, VAG-1552 or equivalent scan tool (S€e5-COM
or ProDiag. Knowledge of the usage of such a scan tooldsrasd.

1. Connect scan tool to the car's OBD-Il diagnotd.p

2. Turn on ignition and radio, select Radio Con&woih scan tool.

3. The radio shows "DIAG" in the display.

4. Select "Recode Module". You may enter a 5-digdecaccording to the table below. For example, 0G0@s a
standard setting while "00017" is a Bose settirgh lvith CD changer and secondary display.

5. Turn off radio and ignition, disconnect scan tool

6. Turn on radio to hear the effects. In Bose mtueradio display will show "BOSE" briefly afterrtuon.
